NSANJE WIDOWS

NSANJE CENTER

Many have responded to the plight of the widows since we
first made our readers aware of the situation in the last
newsletter. Thank you. We realize that many have called
and are wanting to help even amidst their own problems
with the present economic situation and we do not take this
lightly. With that in mind we will stretch whatever we get
as far as we possibly can just as we always do when you
give to various projects.

We have a new warehouse for storage for things for the
containers and encourage you to send your items to Toledo.
As explained in previous letters we are needing household
items for the modular units we are building for the Bible
School. Anything required in a studio apartment will be
needed for these units—bedding, (twin size) towels,
curtains, sofas, tables, kitchen items (pots/pans, esting
utensils, plates, glassware).

We will not be able to get a container out in time for items
desperately required for the Nsanje widows and we have
put together a list of their immediate needs which we
would like to purchase in Malawi. Winter in Malawi
begins in June and we want to supply the following for
each of these women:

2 blankets

2 pieces cloth 4 meters each

1 swester

1 pr shoes

1 pail for water

1 cooking pot

Plates and cups

Thetotal for these itemsis $100

For those who have been collecting clothing please do not
stop as these can go to Toledo and be sent with the next
container. Clothing can always be used for our orphans,
elderly and those in our churches who have little or
nothing.

Please do not think
that because you cannot send $100 then it is not worth
sending anything at al. Your $10 combined with the $10
of 10 others will keep a destitute widow alive this winter
and also give us the opportunity to witness to them and win
them to Christ if they are not already saved.

For many who have followed the building of the Nsanje
outreach center in Malawi you will be thrilled to see that it is
finally roofed and ready to be used. Despite the fact that we
have made inroads throughout Malawi, Nsanje remains very
close to our hearts. It is where we first began ministry in
Malawi and aso where we used to cross over from into
Mozambique during the war years. It ishard to believe that all
that took place some 25 years ago. For those who have never
read “Love Constrained” by Michael Howard, | would
encourage you to order it and read about our early days in
ministry. God so wonderfully directed and came through for
usin every area of our lives. Each day was a day of adventure
with Him—not often comfortable but always miraculous.

It was in Nsanje that we held teaching conferences that pastors
and leaders from war torn, communist Mozambique would
walk some six to eight weeks to attend. Then they would
return and share whatever they had learned with their many
congregations. Many of these pastors are still working with us
today and are a part of the work that Jim and Eileen Kirt are
running from Morrumbala, Mozambique.

We dtill hold conferences there and it was decided that a center
should be built. It has been built a little at a time with the
people making the bricks, with the lumber being sent from
Calibu Ministries in Morrumbala where Jim and Eileen run a
timber business to support the work there and with various
supporters here giving towards the roofing. THANK YOU to
all those who have been a part of this project.
